I look forward to working with the students, teachers, and parents at Marcus High School.  Your efforts and support will 
always be appreciated.  Please plan to attend Open House on Monday, September 8th, at 7:00 p.m.  PTSA provides many 
things for Marcus, and I hope that you will all join.  Enjoy the last few weeks of summer, and I look forward to a great year.
